Australia va World Vision thic day gidi phap thj trwérng bao trum gitp ndéng
dan thich rng bién doi khi hau (BASIN)

Chinh phl Australia, thédng qua Chuong trinh Déi tdc Mekong—Australia (MAP), d3 hop tac véi World
Vision dé trién khai du 4n Tang cwérng kha nang tiép can thj treérng ndng nghiép théng qua mé hinh
kinh doanh bao trum thich trng bién déi khi hau cho cong dong (BASIN) — m6t sang ki€n méi nham
hudng t&i hé théng ndng san cong bang hon, xanh hon va bén vitng hon tai Campuchia, Lao va Viét
Nam.

Puoc tai tro 10 triéu AUD (hon 170 ty dong) trong giai doan 2025-2029, BASIN sé& truc tiép hd tro
24.000 ngudi, bao gdbm ndng hd, phu nit va ngudi khuyét tat. Dy &n cling sé gian tié€p mang lai lgi ich
cho hon 200.000 ngudi trong tiéu vung Mekong.

Trong 4 nam t&i, BASIN sé tap trung vao:

e HO tro ndng dan va doanh nghiép dia phwong ap dung thuc hanh thich ¢ng khi hau va mé&
rong két ndi thj trwong.

e Thuc day viéc lam xanh va san pham xanh, hop tac véi nha san xuat, ngudi mua va chinh quyén
dia phuong.

e Dit binh dang gidi, cong bang cho ngudi khuyét tat va hoa nhap x3 hdi vao trung tam hoat
ddng, tir viéc ra quyét dinh trong ho gia dinh dén vai tro Ianh dao trong hop tac x3, tir viéc tim
ki€m co hoi méi cho phu nit trong chudi gid tri xanh dén viéc huy dong céc t6 chirc x3 hoi va
cong dong co s& nham thuc day chudn muyc va hanh vi xa hdi tich cuec.

e Tap trung vao nhitng noi chiu tdc dong khi hdu ndng né nhat: Kratie (Campuchia), Champasak
(Lao) va An Giang (Viét Nam).

“BASIN khéng chi la hanh déng trng phd trurdc bién déi khi hdu,ma con tdi cu tric cdch thj trirong dia
phwong vén hanh dé moi ngudi déu cé thé tham gia va phdt trién,” éng Thano Im, Gidm d6c Chuong
trinh Khu vire BASIN ctia World Vision chia sé. “Chiing téi ciing céng déng, doanh nghiép va nha hoach
dinh chinh sdch ddng thiét ké gidi phdp dé mé hinh, thuc hanh va chinh sdch tiép tuc duoc duy tri ldu
dai sau khi chwong trinh két thuc.”
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“Phu ni¥, ngudi khuyét tat va cdc nhém ddn téc thiéu s6 1a trung tdm cla nén kinh té khu vwre nhung
thwong la nhitng déi twong dé bj tén thwong nhét trudc bién déi khi hgu ,” 6ng Thano Im néi thém.
“BASIN sé huy déng nam gidi lam déng minh va tdng cwdng tiéng ndi, quyén ndng ctia phu nif tai gia
dinh, hop tdc xd va hon thé nira.”

“Chinh phu Australia tw hdo hé tro BASIN théng qua Chuwong trinh P4i tdc Mekong—Australia,” éng
Andrew Egan, Pho Trwdng Phai doan tai Pai s quan Australia & Thai Lan, noi dat Trung tdm MAP
Mekong, cho biét. “Chiing téi dang tding cworng hop tdc vdi cdc déi tdc Mekong dé gidm thiéu tinh dé
tén thuong trudc khi hGu va néng cao khé ndng chéng chiu kinh té cda tiéu ving. Sdng kién nay thé
hién cam két cda ching téi déi vdi phdt trién bao trim, do dia phuwong lam cha.”

BASIN cling hop tac véi Vién Tuong lai Bén vitng thudc Dai hoc Céng nghé Sydney dé tao ra bang
chirng phuc vu hoach dinh chinh sach trong khu vuec.

“Chung téi rdt vui duoc hop tdc véi World Vision va du én BASIN nhdm ddm bédo cdc hoat déng thuc
dia cé thé déng gop cho chinh sdch & cdp quéc gia va khu vire,” dng Frederico Davila, Gidm d6c Nghién
ctru tai Dai hoc Cong nghé Sydney cho biét. “Khi bién dbi khi hdu ngdy cang gia tdng trong khu vuec,
nghién ctru chuyén séu va déi thoai dwa trén bang chirng vé tdng trudng bao trim va thich tng khi
hdu la vé cung quan trong.”

Tiéu vung Mekong, noi sinh séng cta 300 triéu ngudi, dang d6i mat véi “bd ba thach thire”: ap luc khi
hau, nghéo d6i c¢d hitu va bat binh dang gidi. Cach ti€p can hé théng thi trwong bao trum cla BASIN
tap trung vao giai phdp thuc té: gia tét hon, thyc hanh tét hon va trién vong tét hon, dé khdng ai bi
bé lai phia sau..

Giai phap dia phwong. Kha ning chéng chiu t&t hon trwdc khi hau bién déi. Co hdi cdng bang dé cé
thu nhap 6n dinh cho moi ngudi. Va sy thay déi bén virng, thue sy mang tinh chuyén déi cho cong
dong.

BASIN 13 séng kién sé& duoc thuc hién trong 4 ndm (2025-2029) vdi ngdn sich 10 triéu AUD (hon 170
ti d6ng) tir MAP. Khu vuc trién khai: Kratie (Campuchia), Champasak (Lao), An Giang (Viét Nam).

Tiép can tryc ti€p: ~24.000 ngudi (ndng ho, phu nit, ngudi khuyét tat). Tiép can gian tiép: hon 200.000
nguoi tai Campuchia, Lao va Viét Nam.

Ap dung phuong phap Phat trién Hé thdng Thi trudng Bao trum (iMSD) dé thic day chinh sach tiéu
thu thong thoang va cac dich vu hd tro (théng tin, tai chinh, dau vao, dich vu). Hoat déng gém: nong
nghiép thich &ng khi hau, két ndi nha san xuat—-nguwdi mua, nang cadp doanh nghiép, va thay déi chinh
sach/thyc hanh dia phuong nham thic day viéc lam xanh va dau tu.

Tich hop Binh dang gidi, cong bang cho nguwoi khuyét tat va hoa nhap xa hdi (GEDSI) duoc 16ng ghép
trong thiét k&, trién khai va do luvdng. Tap trung vao trao quyén kinh té€ cho phu ni¥ (ndng lwc ra quyét
dinh, 13nh dao trong hop tac x3), nam gidi lam déng minh, co héi tiép can cho ngudi khuyét tat va dan
tdc thiéu s6, va huy dong cac nhdm x3 hoi/cdng dong co sd.

Bang chirng & tac dong chinh sach: Hop tac véi Dai hoc Cong nghé Sydney dé thiét 1ap nghién cru tng
dung va ting cudng déi thoai chinh sach cap tinh/quéc gia (ban tém tat, bo cong cu, sy kién hoc tap)
phl hop vai vu tién MAP.
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Tiéu vung Mekong cé hon 300 triéu dan, d&i mat véi nhiéu thach thirc xuyén bién gidi: bién déi khi
hau, nghéo déi dai dang va bat binh dang gidi.

Vé Quan hé Dai tdic Mekong—Australia (MAP): 13 t6 chirc dwoc thanh 1ap dé rng phd vai cac thach thirc chung
trong khu vuc va xuyén bién gidi, cling nhu cdc nhu cdu mdi néi. Giai doan dau ciia MAP trj gid 232 triéu AUD
duogc khdi déng vao thang 3/2020. Nam 2024, Australia cam két thém 222,5 triéu AUD dén nam 2029. Australia
hop téac linh hoat va thuc t& dé ho tro cac wu tién cla tiu viing va noi Australia cd thé tao gia tri. Australia phoi
hop véi céc d6i tdc Mekong dé cai thién an ninh ngudn nudc va kha ndng chéng chiu khi hau; ngén chin t6i pham
xuyén qudc gia; tang cudng kha nang chdng chiu kinh t& va hdi nhap tiu vling; phat trién 13nh dao va ki ndng
théng qua hoc bdng va khéa hoc ngan han; va thuc ddy phat trién bao trum, bao gdm yéu 6 gidi va khuyét tat.

Australia and World Vision back BASIN project
to boost climate-smart jobs in the Mekong

The Australian Government, through the Mekong-Australia Partnership (MAP), has partnered with
World Vision to launch the Building Climate-adaptive Solutions through Inclusive Market Networks
(BASIN) project, a bold new push to make agri-food systems fairer, greener and more resilient in
Cambodia, Laos and Viet Nam.

Backed by AUD 10 million over 2025 to 2029, BASIN will directly support 24,000 people, including
smallholder farmers, women, and people with disabilities. It will also indirectly benefit more than
200,000 individuals across the Mekong subregion.

BASIN’s focus over the next four years will be:

e Helping farmers and local businesses adopt climate-smart practices and open up market links.

e Growing green jobs and products, working with producers, buyers and local authorities.

e Putting gender equality, disability equity and social inclusion at the centre of the activities—
from household decision-making to leadership in cooperatives, and from scoping new
opportunities for women in green value chains to engaging civil society and grassroots
organisations in promoting supportive social norms and behaviours.

e Focusing where climate hits hardest: Kratie (Cambodia), Champasak (Laos) and An Giang (Viet
Nam).

“In Viet Nam, BASIN prioritizes climate-adaptive and green farming models such as the rice—shrimp
and banana value chains in An Giang, which are well suited to local ecosystems and promote inclusive,
circular, and sustainable agricultural practices,” remarked by Mr. Ngo Tho Hung, Climate Resilience
Lead, World Vision International in Viet Nam.

“BASIN is not just a response to climate change—it’s also rewiring how local markets work so everyone
can participate and thrive,” said Thano Im, BASIN Regional Programme Director at World Vision.
“We’re co-designing solutions with communities, businesses and policymakers—so the models,
practices and policies stick long after the last dollar is invested by this programme.”
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“Women, people with disabilities, and ethnic minorities are central to our region’s economies yet
often face the greatest climate risks,” continued Thano Im. “BASIN will engage men as allies and
strengthen women’s voice and agency at home, in cooperatives, and beyond.”

“Australia is proud to support BASIN through the Mekong-Australia Partnership,” said Andrew Egan,
Deputy Head of Mission at the Australian Embassy, Thailand, which hosts the MAP Mekong Hub. “We
are deepening our engagement with Mekong partners to reduce climate vulnerabilities and enhance
the economic resilience of the subregion. This initiative represents our commitment to locally driven,
inclusive development.”

BASIN also partners with the University of Technology Sydney’s Institute for Sustainable Futures (UTS
ISF) to generate evidence which can shape policy across the region.

“We are excited to partner with World Vision and the BASIN project on ensuring field programmeming
can inform regional and national policy and decision making,” said Frederico Davila, Research Director
at UTS ISF. “With climate change only accelerating in the region, targeted research and evidence-
based dialogue on inclusive and climate resilient growth is critical.”

The Mekong subregion, home to 300 million people, faces a triple threat of climate stress, entrenched
poverty and gender inequality. BASIN’s inclusive market systems approach backs practical fixes: better
prices, better practices and better prospects, so that no one is left behind.

Local solutions. Stronger resilience to a changing climate. A fairer shot at a decent income for
everyone. And lasting change that is truly transformational for communities.

e Building Climate-adaptive Solutions through Inclusive Market Networks (BASIN) is a four-year
(2025-2029) initiative funded at AUD 10 million through the Mekong-Australia Partnership
(MAP). Implementation hubs: Kratie (Cambodia), Champasak (Laos), Ang Giang (Viet Nam).

e Direct reach: ~24,000 people, smallholder farmers, women, people with disabilities. Indirect
reach: 200,000+, across Cambodia, Laos and Viet Nam.

e Uses inclusive Market Systems Development (iMSD) approach to address market rules
(policies, norms) and supporting functions (information, finance, inputs, services).
Interventions include climate-smart agriculture, producer-buyer linkages, enterprise
upgrading, and local policy/practice changes that enable green jobs and investment.

e GEDSI integration: Gender Equality, Disability and Social Inclusion is embedded across design,
delivery and measurement. Focus on women’s economic empowerment (agency, decision-
making, leadership in co-ops), men as allies, accessible opportunities for people with
disabilities and ethnic minorities, and engagement of civil society/grassroots groups.

e Evidence & policy influence: Partnership with UTS Institute for Sustainable Futures (ISF) to
generate applied research and translate field learning into provincial/national policy dialogue
(briefs, toolkits, learning events) aligned with MAP priorities.

e The Mekong subregion is home to over 300 million people, and faces several shared
transboundary challenges: climate change, persistent poverty and gender inequality.

The Mekong-Australia Partnership (MAP) responds to shared regional and transboundary challenges, and
emerging needs. The AUD 232 million first phase of MAP was launched in March 2020. In 2024, Australia
committed an additional AUD 222.5 million through to 2029. Australia engages pragmatically and flexibly in
