New Zealand Joins Hands with World Vision

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to Support 840 Households Affected by Storms and Flooding in Lang Son

LANG SON, 26 January 2026 — New Zealand and World Vision International in Viet Nam have jointly
supported 840 households affected by storms and floods in the communes of That Khe and Trang Dinh
commune, Lang Son Province. The activity is part of a project funded by the New Zealand Ministry of Foreign
Affairs and Trade, with a grant of more than VND 4.7 billion (over USD 187,000), implemented by World Vision
International in Viet Nam in partnership with the Lang Son Provincial Red Cross Chapter. The key support
items include 500 multi-purpose cash grants (VND 4 million per household), cash for repairing
water, sanitation and hygiene facilities (VND 4 million per household), and 200 essential
household kits.
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On the afternoon of 26 January, the New Zealand Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade,
World Vision International in Viet Nam, and the Lang Son Provincial Red Cross Chapter
co-organised a distribution event for 339 households affected by storms
in Trang Dinh Commune, Lang Son.

During the programme on the afternoon of 26 January, the project presented 339 relief packages to 339
households affected by recent storms in Trang Dinh Commune. Earlier, on 21 January, the project had also
provided 501 relief packages for 501 flood-affected households in That Khe Commune.
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On 21 January, 501 households in That Khe commune received support from the project.

As part of the programme, participating households were also provided with communication and guidance on

the use of clean water, personal hygiene practices, and disease prevention.
