VG8i cac hoat déng nang cao nhan thuc tai trudng hoc théng qua cac tiét
muc biéu dién cla cac em hoc sinh nhu tiéu pham, thg, trung bay tranh vé, théng
diép cam két bao vé tré em clia ca cong déng dugc truyén tai manh mé, thong diép
hudng t8i mot thé gidi moi tré em dudc an toan trén mang, khdng ai phai mét minh
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Cac em hoc sinh chuan bI cdc tiéu pham va man bleu dlen an tuang mang theo
théng diép an toan mang.

C6 Lé Thi Duyén, gidao vién chuyén phu trach hoat ddong an toan mang tai truéng
gido vién trudng THCS Luan Thanh, Thanh Hoa, chia sé “Cdc em hoc sinh tai truéng
Vdi nhiéu to md va déi mdt vdéi nhiéu rdi ro trén méi truéng mang. Viéc dugc tham
gia cdc I6p tdp hudn chuyén s@u vé tu van tdm ly cho tré em va phu huynh do World
Vision hé trg dé giup téi va cdc gido vién khdc trong trudng dugc trang bi ky ndng
so clu tadm ly, Idng nghe va tu van hiéu quad trude cdc vudng mdc ctia cdc em hoc
sinh dang trong giai doan tudi mdi I6n.

Not Alone: World Vision and Communities Unite
to Build a Safer Digital World for Every Child

Thanh Hoa, Viet Nam — World Vision International in Viet Nam is organising a series
of events throughout November 2025 in response to the national campaign “Not
Alone”, focused on amplifying the message “Not Alone - Together for Children’s
Online Safety"”. This event is a key activity under the Safer Internet Safer Childhood
Project, implemented by World Vision International in Viet Nam. It seeks to
encourage students, parents, schools, and communities to work together in building
a safe, positive, and humane digital environment for children. More than 2,000 lower
secondary school students across Thanh Hoa province, along with teachers and
local authorities, are actively participating in this meaningful initiative. Through
awareness-raising activities at schools, including student performances such as
short plays, poetry, art exhibitions, and community pledges, the message of
protecting children online is strongly conveyed—towards a world where every child
is safe online and no one is left alone.
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Students have prepared lmpresswe performances
carrying messages about online safety.

Ms. Le Thi Duyen, a teacher responsible for online safety activities at Luan Thanh
Secondary School, Thanh Hoa, said: "Our students at this age are curious and face
many risks in the online environment. Participating in specialised training sessions
on psychological counselling for children and parents, supported by World Vision,
has equipped me and other teachers with essential skills in psychological first aid,
listening, and effective counselling for adolescents. The counselling room
established at our school with World Vision’s support also enables us to provide
confidential psychological support to students, either in person or through a mail
box."

Lieutenant Colonel Le Cong Chinh, Deputy Chief of Police of Luan Thanh Commune,
also joined the event and delivered his message ensuring that students never feel
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alone when facing online issues: "When parents act not as strict supervisors but as
companions, maintaining a strong connection with their children, and when schools
become safe spaces—a second home—we can create an environment where no
student feels isolated against online safety risks." He also introduced practical
measures to help students respond to online threats such as impersonation of
government agencies or online abduction attempts, enabling children to recognise
dangers and protect themselves better in the digital space.

The Safer Internet Safer Childhood Project aims to build models of “Safe Schools
Online” and “Safe Communities Online”, where children are not only protected but
also become agents of change, actively promoting positive behaviours online.
Through two key interventions—"Child Online Safety Ambassadors” and “Parents
as Companions in Online Environment”"—the project has contributed to creating a
sustainable child protection ecosystem at the local level. To date, more than 36,000
people have improved their awareness and skills in online safety through project
activities, including over 10,000 children and 20,000 parents/caregivers. Over
2,600 students have been trained to identify and respond to online risks such as
scams, exploitation, and cyberbullying. 158 Online Safety Ambassadors have been
selected and trained to become core advocates for safe internet use in schools and
communities. Nearly 200 partners at school, commune, and district levels have
been mobilised, strengthening the child protection network and providing timely
support to 465 children at high risk of online harm.

Beyond local efforts, the project also promotes a safe online environment through
policy advocacy, collaboration with national authorities and media, and organising
workshops and forums on child online safety. These activities contribute positively
to national policy implementation and raise public awareness about protecting
children in the digital space.

Ms. Nguyen Thi Ha, Safer Internet Safer Childhood Project Manager at World Vision
International in Viet Nam, emphasised: "What makes this project unique is the
participation and leadership of children: they are not just beneficiaries but active
agents—becoming Online Safety Ambassadors. Through children’s clubs and
training programmes, World Vision International in Viet Nam helps build their
capacity so they not only acquire knowledge but also proactively share messages
and skills with peers and families. Children are also given opportunities to voice
their opinions and propose solutions in forums at various levels."
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Students, teacher'si,wanicriﬁlﬂocal authorities join the “Not Alone” campaign,
championing the vision of a safe and inclusive online world.

By supporting the “Not Alone" campaign, World Vision International in Viet Nam and
the Safer Internet Safer Childhood Project reaffirm their commitment to protecting
every child from online risks while fostering community engagement to create a
safe, healthy, and humane digital environment for future generations. The Not Alone
campaign is initiated by the Digital Trust Alliance, under the auspices of UNICEF,
UNODC, the Ministry of Public Security, the Ministry of Education and Training, the
Ministry of Health, and other partners.

The Safer Internet Safer Childhood Project is funded by Safe Online and has been
implemented by World Vision International in Viet Nam (2023-2025) in four
communes—Luan Thanh, Tan Thanh, Thuong Xuan, Luong Son (Thanh Hoa) with a
total budget of over 11.2 billion VND (approx. USD 420,000).
